HOLIDAY CAUTIONS: 
 

Visions of sugarplums should not be danc-
ing in your companion animals’ heads!  
Sweets, holiday foods, and decorations can 
cause serious problems for pets. 
 

· Holly berries can cause mild cardiac stimulation in 
your companion animals. Poinsettia plants can cause 
severe irritation and blisters if animals chew the leaves. 
Cats can spread the irritants by rubbing their faces with 
their paws. Washing the irritated areas with warm wa-
ter can relieve mild symptoms, but vomiting or diar-
rhea should be treated by a veterinarian. 

· Tree decorations such as tinsel and icicles are danger-
ous if cats or dogs ingest them.  The tinsel could be-
come wrapped within the intestine requiring surgery. 

 

· A bite or two of holiday food is acceptable, but large 
amounts of leftover turkey can be harmful, causing 
pancreatitis--a serious and often deadly condition in 
dogs.  If you want to celebrate the Thanksgiving holi-
day with your pets, a good substitute treat is turkey-
flavored canned pet food. 

 

· Sweets, especially chocolate and raisins are very dan-
gerous for dogs.  Pet guardians should place sweets or 
bowls of candies in an area where pets cannot reach 
them.

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Cold Weather Tips 
                   For Dogs & Cats  
 

· Warm engines attract cats and small wild-
life—bang on your car's hood to scare them 
away before starting your engine.  

 

· Avoid walking your dog on sidewalks or 
streets that have been salted. The salt and 
other chemicals used to melt snow and ice 
can irritate the pads of your pet's feet.  If your 
pet has walked on salted walkways, wipe the 
feet with a damp towel when you get home, 
before your pet licks them and ingests the 
chemicals.  Get a “pawsafe” ice melting compound for use 
at your own home—available at pet supply stores and 
many hardware and drug stores. 

 

· Antifreeze is a deadly poison, but it tastes sweet to animals 
and children. Wipe up spills and store antifreeze (and all 
household chemicals) out of reach. Now available is an 

antifreeze-coolant made with propylene glycol; if swal-
lowed in small amounts, it will not hurt pets, wildlife, or 
your family. 
 

· Wind chill can threaten a pet's life. If your dog is an 
outdoor dog, by law, he or she must be protected by a 
dry, draft-free doghouse that is large enough to allow the 
dog to sit and lie down comfortably, but small enough to 
hold in his/her body heat. The floor should be raised a 
few inches off the ground and covered with cedar shav-
ings or straw. The house should be turned to face away 

from the wind, and the doorway should be covered with 
waterproof burlap or heavy plastic.  Better yet, in the 
windy and blustery Chicago winter, let your pet be safely 
indoors with you. 

Pets for the Holidays 
 

C.A.R.E. wants to remind you that pets don’t make good gifts!  Giving an animal to someone risks hurting 
both the person and animal.  The recipient, when the animal isn’t right ends up feeling guilty and angry: the 
animal senses that something is wrong, is stressed and the inevitable happens the animal is brought to a 
shelter.  Instead, bring the giftee to the shelter to ‘Meet their Match’, or give a home-made gift certificate: 
pay the adoption fee and give the person a box with items they will need. For a dog— a set of food bowls, 

clicker and treats; for a cat— food bowls, cat dancer and catnip.  And  make a date to search for that perfect match.  Either way 
our adoption counselors are there to help your gift recipient choose a pet who will be a perfect match.
